The Mercy of Christ

Throughout the history of mankind, there has always
been racism. Some people consider themselves superior
to others, whether morally, physically, and culturally.
And there has always been certain apprehension toward
various diseases. During the times of Jesus it may have
been leprosy, today it is AIDS. Recently someone told me
that in a wealthy parish, a young man who appeared to
be sick came in and all the people sitting in the pew
where he sat immediately got up and went elsewhere... It
is assumed, wrongly, that a sick person is responsible for
his or her illness. This is why those “healthy” can feel
superior and therefore can allow themselves the benefit ,
without doing anything morally wrong, to remove
themselves from the sick... They feel that they are
protecting themselves and their families. But where is the
reasonable and logical basis for such an attitude? It
appears that Jesus does not find it because he acts in a
different manner. He does not judge the sick; does not
consider that illness is a consequence of sin and touches
the person to heal them.

This is the physical aspect. Sometimes we consider that
there are people who are morally sick and we must stay
away, as well as shelter our children from them. That,
“tell me who you hang with and I will tell you who you
are” becomes very real. But we can also think of moments
when we have felt rejected by others. Have we ever felt
like a “leper” isolated by others because of our social
status or race? Did we feel it was unfair? But turning this
argument around a little, perhaps moments when even
we felt we were not the most desirable person to perhaps
be around or we made an unforgivable mistake.
Moments, in which, perhaps we had judged ourselves as
lepers, not worthy of being with others. Who gave us a
hand? Who rejected us? The mercy of Christ is always
with everyone: those who are judged by society and who
judged themselves. No one is denied forgiveness and
healing.

For reflection

When I have [ felt rejected? When have I justified the rejection
of others because of my own errors or condition? When have I
been tempted to judge and reject others?

Prayer, Fast, and Alimsgiving: three pillars of Lent
Training for the journey

Lent is a time at which the Church invites us to reflect on
how we are making that journey. In this way we also
prepare to celebrate Easter, Holy Week, and the
remembrance of the Passion and death of Christ.

In a certain sense, this can be compared to an athlete who
trains by exercising, watching his weight, taking care of his
nourishment, and avoiding anything that might have an
adverse effect on the body. This is the way in which a
Christian should enter Lent. During Lent God invites the
whole Christian family to do penance and to fast from all
those things that prevent us from walking our journey in
harmony with those around us.

Abstinence and fasting helps us to control our appetites.
So, for instance, children can make the sacrifice of giving up
sweets. Young people and adults should try to pray more
and avoid excesses and too many distractions. Fasting and
abstinence can be liberating experiences because they free us
from slavery to material things. But that is not enough.

Sometimes we start Lent making many sacrifices and
giving up many things. But sometimes we don’t realize that
perhaps we are committing some work of charity toward
someone in need, whether it be a family member, a neighbor
or a friend.

How will we have time to do good works if we are too
busy thinking of the chocolate or the beer we will take at the
end of Lent? What is the point of giving up smoking during
Lent if at moments of impatience we are furious to the point
of sending up sparks through our eyes? What is the point of
giving up sweets if we embitter the lives of those around us?

While we spend so much energy in fasting, perhaps we
are not seeing that our neighbor needs our help. Perhaps it is
a matter of taking care of a child, taking some food to
somebody in need, or visiting a sick person. What would be
the point of abstaining from material things if we are then so
impatient with the rest of our family members that we shout
and lose control at the slightest provocation?

Loving the family means showing love and concern.
Loving the family means being very careful with our words
and gestures, which sometimes are almost impossible to
redress.

In sum, Lent is a time when the love we feel for our
family should blossom. Each member of the family should
feel the joy of those who walk together, supporting one
another throughout the arduous journey.

All should live a true conversion. So prayer and penance
will not be useless exercise! When we reach out to those who
are suffering or in pain, especially those who are closest to
us, we are giving them life, we are building love. Only then
will Lenten sacrifices have meaning. Lent is the ideal time to
examine our lives as members of a family and as human
beings.

Pero, ;Dénde existe una
base razonable y légica para tal actitud? Parece que Jests no
la encuentra, porque acttia de una manera muy distinta. No
juzga al enfermo; no considera que la enfermedad sea
consecuencia de un pecado, y toca a la persona para sanarla.

Esto es en el aspecto fisico. A veces consideramos que
también hay enfermos morales de los que hay que huir y de
los que hay que salvar a nuestros hijos. Porque aquello de
“dime con quién andas y te diré quién eres” se nos hace muy
verdadero. Pero podriamos también pensar en momentos en
que hemos sentido el rechazo de otros. ;Nos hemos sentido
alguna vez como “leprosos”, arrinconados por los demas por
nuestra condicién social o nuestra raza? ;Sentiamos que eso
era injusto? Pero dando un poco de vuelta al argumento,
quiza también hoy sea buen momento para examinar quien
no se ha separado de nosotros en momentos en que a
nosotros mismos nos parecia que no éramos las personas
mas recomendables, o que habiamos cometido un error poco
perdonable. Momentos en que, quizd nosotros mismos nos
habiamos juzgado como “leprosos”, no dignos de estar con
nosotros. ;Quién nos tendié la mano? ;Quién no nos
rechazo? La misericordia de Cristo siempre estd con todos:
aquellos a los que juzga la sociedad, y aquellos quienes se
juzgan ellos mismos. A nadie se le niega el perdén y la
sanacion.

Prepardndonos para el camino

Los jévenes y los adultos
podrian tratar de rezar mas y evitar los excesos y demasiado
distracciones. El ayuno y la abstinencia también pueden ser
experiencias liberadoras pues nos liberan de la esclavitud a las
cosas materiales. Pero eso no es suficiente.

A veces llegamos a la Cuaresma haciendo muchos sacrificios y
privandonos de muchas cosas. Pero es posible que no caigamos
en la cuenta de que al mismo tiempo tal vez estemos dejando de
hacer una obra de caridad por algtn necesitado, familiar o
amigo.

(Coémo vamos a tener tiempo para hacer obras de caridad si
probablemente pasamos la mayoria del tiempo sonando con el
chocolate o la cerveza que tomaremos al terminar la Cuaresma?
¢De qué vale dejar de fumar por Cuaresma si en los momentos
de impaciencia uno se enfurece hasta “estar chispas”? ;De qué
vale el dejar de comer dulce si le agriamos la vida a los que nos
rodean?

Mientras que gastamos tanta energia en “ayunar”, quiza no
vemos que nuestro préjimo necesita nuestra ayuda, ya sea
cuidando a un nifio, llevando un plato de comida al que lo
necesite o visitando a un enfermo. ; De que nos vale abstenernos
de cosas materiales si somos tan impacientes con el resto de los
miembros de nuestra familia que a la mas minima provocacién
gritamos o perdernos la paciencia?

Amar a la familia es demostrar interés y preocupacién. Amar
a la familia es tener cuidado con las palabras o con los gestos
que luego son tan dificiles de remediar.

(De qué nos sirve un cambio exterior-hacer ayuno-si no
cambiamos por dentro? Es precisamente esa dureza de
sentimientos o esa falta de atencién y delicadeza lo que la
Cuaresma trata de remediar.

En resumen, la Cuaresma es un tiempo en el cual el amor que
sentimos por nuestra familia deberia florecer. Cada miembro de
la familia deberia sentir el gozo de aquellos que marchan juntos
apoyandose los unos a los otros a lo largo del arduo camino.

Al tender la mano a aquellos que sufren o estan adoloridos,
especialmente a los que estdn mds cerca de nosotros, les estomas
dando vida, estamos construyendo el amor. Sélo entonces los
sacrificios cuaresmales tendrian sentido. La Cuaresma es el
tiempo ideal para examinar nuestras vidas, como miembros de
una familia y como personas.

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CONVALIDACION DEL MATRIMONIO CIVIL

Existen personas que pertenecen a familias catdlicas y que incluso son miembros activos de las pa-
rroquias o las escuelas a las cuales asisten, pero cuyos matrimonios no son del todo reconocidos
por la Iglesia Catélica. Como norma comtn, la Iglesia solicita que las parejas se casen en una cere-
monia Catoélica, en presencia de un sacerdote o de un didcono. Por varios motivos, las parejas de-
ciden casarse en una ceremonia civil o bajo las tradiciones de otra religion. Tiempo después, mu-
chos de estos miembros catolicos desean que sus matrimonios sean reconocidos oficialmente por
la Iglesia. A este reconocimiento oficial de la Iglesia se le da el nombre de convalidacion.

Si usted estd interesado en la convalidacién de su matrimonio, siéntase tranquilo al saber que es
un proceso simple, particularmente si es la primera vez que tanto el novio como la novia se van a
casar. El Cédigo Canénico (leyes de la Iglesia) resume los puntos basicos del proceso de convalida-
cion en los siguientes pasos:

1. Lo primero y mas importante de todo: jContacte el sacerdote de su parroquia! El le dara una
cita para conversar a fondo sobre su situacién y determinar los pasos a seguir. El sacerdote estard,
sin lugar a dudas, complacido de ayudarle a recibir la bendicién de la Iglesia para su matrimonio.

2. Los esposos Catolicos necesitaran obtener nuevas copias de la partida de bautismo de la parro-
quia donde ellos fueron bautizados (contacte dicha parroquia con su fecha de nacimiento y una
fecha aproximada de bautismo; de esta manera, ellos podran encontrar el archivo de su partida de
bautismo). Puede que se necesiten otros documentos: el sacerdote de su parroquia le indicara cua-
les son.

3. Si estuvo casado por la Iglesia antes de haberse unido a su pareja actual, debe proceder a obte-
ner una nulidad matrimonial. Una decision favorable (una “declaraciéon de nulidad”) tiene que
obtenerse antes de que su convalidacion sea emitida. El proceso de nulidad no es tan dificil como
muchas parejas temen; para este efecto y para saber si su caso es objeto de nulidad, el sacerdote de
su parroquia le indicara qué hacer.

4. Debe completar un programa de Preparacion Matrimonial (atin cuando se encuentre unido a su
pareja por varios afios). Elija cualquiera de las clases que ofrece la Arquididcesis.

5. Elija el dia y entorno que maés le convenga para su ceremonia de convalidacién. Aunque usted
estd consciente de que su convalidacién representa un matrimonio legal y real, puede que quiera
que su ceremonia tenga los toques de un matrimonio religioso, lo cual indica su regreso completo
a la comunidad de la Iglesia. Una vez mas, el sacerdote le sera de gran ayuda en indicarle lo que a
usted mas le conviene.

6. Reciba el Sacramento de la Reconciliacién. Las parejas que se han unido fuera de la Iglesia, tien-
den a estar alejadas de los sacramentos por un largo periodo de tiempo. jVéalo como una oportu-
nidad para empezar de nuevo!

7. iDisfrute de su ceremonia! Usted estd buscando un mejor acercamiento a Cristo y a su Iglesia, al
tiempo que sienta unas mejores bases para su matrimonio y su familia. jEsta es una ocasiéon per-
fecta para celebrar con familiares y amigos!
